• Make sure that your doors and windows have tight-fitting screens.

  Reduce mosquito exposure around your home: 
 

• Eliminate any standing water that collects on your property.  

• Remind or help neighbors to eliminate standing water on their properties. 

• Call 311 to report standing water.
