Project Summary

The Battery Coastal Resilience Project will rebuild and elevate the Battery wharf to reduce risk
from future tidal flooding and low level coastal storms, while maintaining the character and uses of
the promenade and the rest of the park. The Battery Coastal Resilience Project is one of several
projects, which together are known as the Lower Manhattan Coastal Resiliency (LMCR) Project.

The Battery Coastal Resilience Project will:
« Reconstruct the deteriorating wharf
« Protect The Battery fromrising seas
« Accommodate passenger ferry uses
« Preserve and enhance park character and gardens
« Design for universal accessibility to create a welcoming and accessible esplanade
« Protect the park’s historical and cultural resources

The project will be implemented in two phases. Phase 1will reconstruct the western portion of the wharf
and adjacent areas, and Phase 2 will reconstruct the eastern portion of the wharf and adjacent areas. See
map and listing on next page for open vs closed park entrances, park areas, and features.

Phase 1-2024 - 2025
Phase 2 - 2025 - 2026

« Demolition of the Battery Wharf from East Coast Memorial to Pier A in preparation for
reconstruction.

« Start of Sheet Pile Installation in tandem with demolition.
