SECTION 23 LEASING PROGRAM

The Consolidated Annual Contributions Contract with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development author-
izes the Authority, pursuant to Section 23 of the U.S. Housing Act of 1937, as amended, to lease apartments in privately-owned
and operated buildings. As of December 31, 1977, 4,715 of such apartments were occupied.

SECTION 8 HOUSING ASSISTANCE PROGRAM: (EXISTING HOUSING)

An Annual Contributions Contract with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development authorizes the Author-
ity, pursuant to Section 8 of the U.S. Housing Act of 1937, as amended, to enter into contracts to pay housing assistance payments
to owners of 10,350 dwelling units. In addition, the Department of Housing Preservation and Development of the City of New
York has assigned to the Authority its right, title and interest in the Annual Contributions Contract between HPD and HUD for
assistance payments to owners of 503 dwelling units of existing housing, and the New York State Division of Housing and Com-
munity Renewal has assigned to the Authority its right, title and interest in the Annual Contributions Contract between it and
HUD for assistance payments to owners of 2,763 units of existing housing. Of the total 13,616 dwelling units for which housing
assistance payments are authorized, Contracts have been entered into with owners of 9,736 units as of December 31, 1977.
