In addition, the Department of Housing Preservation and Development of the City of New York has assigned to
the Authority its right, title and interest in the Annual Contributions Contract between HPD and HUD for assistance payments to owners
of 1,803 dwelling units of existing housing, and the New York State Division of Housing and Community Renewal has assigned to the
Authority its right, title and interest in the Annual Contributions Contract between it and HUD for assistance payments to owners of
2,763 uhits of existing housing. Of the total 18,555 dwelling units for which housing assistance payments are authorized, Contracts have

been entered into with owners of 15,955 units as of January 1, 1979.
