Inadvertent public posting of two additional data fields of identifying information (zip code, age
range), due to administrative error. The two fields were promptly removed by the source agency in
an abundance of caution to prevent an occurrence where the multiple data fields, if strung together
with other data, could identify a person. No individual names, addresses, or contact information
were published.
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
