Temporary expansion of SNAP Eligibility for college students. The expansion of SNAP 
eligibility for students applies to both undergraduate and graduate students. 
 

• A student is eligible if they are eligible to participate in the state of federal work-study, 
regardless of whether the student is actively employed or participating in work-study. 

• Any student that has an “expected family contribution” of $0 may participate in SNAP if 
otherwise eligible.
