ACCEPTABLE ITEMS INCLUDE:
• �Medical supplies such as bandages, gauze pads, masks, alcohol pads, latex gloves and over-the-counter  

medication such as Neosporin and Tylenol. 
• Hygienic supplies such as sanitizer, diapers, toothpaste and menstrual products. 
• Non-perishable food such as canned goods, baby formula, rice, flour and sugar. 
• Household items such as flashlights, batteries, cleaning supplies and sleeping bags.
