What is AmeriCorps? 

AmeriCorps is the federal agency for national service and volunteerism. AmeriCorps 

provides opportunities for Americans of all backgrounds to serve their country, address the 

nation’s most pressing challenges, and improve lives and communities. 

 

What is AmeriCorps Vista? 

VISTA members serve at New York City government agencies (known as host sites) full-

time from July 31, 2023 to August 2, 2024 to address critical city issues related to 

poverty by engaging in capacity-building work. Capacity building refers to tasks and 

activities that create, expand or strengthen the systems and processes that help an 

organization carry out its anti-poverty work. These tasks and activities include the transfer 

of knowledge/skills, products, and relationships.

They operate all types of asphalt recycling 

plants; operate all types of milling machines to remove old asphalt layer in preparation for 

re-paving; secure diesel-powered rollers and other machines for night layover; maintain, 

inspect and make emergency and minor repairs to such rollers and machines; may 

operate other heavy duty equipment for snow removal or other immediate purpose of an 

emergency nature; keep records and make reports concerning equipment and production. 

 

Housing Exterminator - Housing Exterminators perform and/or supervise work in the 

prevention, control and elimination of insects, vermin and other pests from buildings and 

surrounding areas, including parks; inspect areas of infestation; use the most effective 

insecticides, rodenticides, baits, traps, and related chemicals/ equipment for exterminating 

pests as required; select and prepare poisonous insecticides, rodenticides, and related 

chemicals used in exterminating; clean and repair exterminating equipment; keep records 

and make reports of exterminating operations performed; and may drive a motor vehicle.
