New York State Department of Veterans’ Services announced the launch of a 
Veterans Emergency Housing Assistance Fund, designed to assist the state’s 
veterans who are confronting emergency housing needs and lacking the funds to 
cover the immediate costs, placing them at significant risk for homelessness. 

Eligible veterans will be able to receive up to $2,000 to cover their emergency 
housing expenses.
