World War II Prisoner of War 75 years later. Here's how they describe it: Filmmaker Mark 

Pedri had never heard his grandfather Silvio's story. Ten years after his grandfather's 

death, Mark found an archive of photos and letters that changed the rest of his life. The 

discovery inspired Mark to journey across Europe on a bike to examine his grandfather's 

experience as a Prisoner of War in WWII in an effort to understand the man who helped 

raise him.

City's VA commissioner highlights support efforts ahead

NEW YORK - New York City's Veterans Affairs Commissioner James Hendon 

appeared on "Mornings On 1" Friday to highlight the work undertaken by the 

agency in supporting retired and active service members.  

With Veterans Day approaching Saturday, and more than 200,000 veterans 

residing in the city, Hendon emphasized the agency's commitment to 

recognizing and repaying the debt owed to those who have served.  

“We feel like the debt we owe to those who served is so great that it transcends 

life. So even in the next life, we continue to pay honor to these individuals, and 

that's what we do at times like Veterans Day,” he said.  



 

While many veterans call the five boroughs home, Hendon said there has been 

issues with reaching out to those who need support.
