The M79 bus corridor was identified as a potential candidate for

Select Bus Service in the “Bus Rapid Transit: Phase Il Study”
(2009).

e Request for M79 SBS from local
elected officials and community

e Heavily used route with slow trips

e Carries over 18,000 passengers per
day over about 2 miles

e Crucial connection to

e Serves areas far from the subway
