2. PUBLIC FORUM

Kevin Burns, Kew Gardens Community Supported Agriculture (CSA), stated the following:

CSA is where a farm and community partner together.

There are 120 CSA groups in NYC.

From March to November of each year the CSA members pick out an
amazing amount of fruits, vegetables, eggs, flowers, meat and bear share.

Cost for a share is $25 per week. People should join in the spring so the
farmer can plant seeds accordingly.

Fruits and vegetables will be distributed at the Kew Gardens Cinema Park at
Austin Street and Lefferts Boulevard every Sunday from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.

Santiago Preciado, Kew Gardens Resident, stated that as a member of the Historic District

Council, his mission is to ensure the preservation of historic buildings and public spaces in Kew
Gardens and Richmond Hill.

Esta-Joy Sydell, The Forest Park Barking Lot Organization, stated that The Forest Park Barking

Lot is a non-profit community group working with the Dept. of Parks and Recreation to satisfy the
needs of dog-owners and non-dog owners alike. This community group is calling upon local
residents, businesses and city officials to help them get funding for building a permanent dog run
with all the amenities needed for a safe, healthy environment for pets and parents. They have
over 450 petition signatures and that number is growing.

P.O. Severino stated that there was an NYPD Hate Crime Task Force Presentation at the 102™
Pct. Community Council meeting on Tuesday, March 21% 2017. The next meeting will take
place on Tuesday, April 18", 2017.

Officer Severino raised awareness about mailbox fishing crime stating that thieves use common
household products to alter checks they recently stole out of mailboxes. They then make the
checks payable to themselves or other parties. Cautions, i.e. using pen with pigmented ink to



write checks, shredding any voided or incorrectly written checks, checking account balance
frequently to ensure checks were cleared by the establishment that the checks were written out
to, should be taken.

Officer Severino thanked Matthew Singh for using his establishment at 130-05 101> Ave for
102" Pct. Community Council meeting yesterday.

Must be for Profit, operating in a commercial space for 3
years & must be independent and not a franchise.

Costal Storm Evacuation Route Signage Program/NYC Office of Emergency Management

Originally 19 signed routes citywide which was implemented as part of the 2007 Coastal Storm
Plan were Intended to direct drivers to Emergency Centers. The current routing strategy is a
southern model and not well suited to a dense urban grid. There are few signs within zones
and public awareness is minimal.

OEM is rethinking the Queens Costal Storm Plan to direct drivers to certain emergency centers.
They are proposing to increase year round awareness of hurricane risk & the best path to safety for
communities in evacuation zones. They will also Increase the amount of signage within evacuation
zones.

Attended the opening of Joseph Devoy Playground with Chair Rampershad & Regina Santoro,
Co-Chair of the Parks Committee.”

8. Land Use Committee Report — Sylvia Hack & Sherman Kane, Co-Chairs

Sherman Kane reported on the following:

o The committee met with Council Member Koslowitz to discuss the homeless population
in NYC. Data on homelessness in Queens and CB9 specifically was requested.

e This data is needed to evaluate the level of saturation, where those people are located
and where they are coming from. The information is needed to evaluate the placement
of future shelters in our community.

e The next Land Use Committee meeting will take place on Tuesday, March 28" 2017 at
7:30 pm at the district office.

9. Education & Youth Services Committee Report — Seth Welins, Chair:

e John Carter reported on the School Construction Authority’s plans to develop new
schools and school additions in Queens. P. 66 will get a new addition in their school
yard to alleviate, but not eliminate, overcrowding.

e Board members received D.O.E. statistics on the number of CB9 students who are
currently homeless or living in temporary quarters. The individual school homeless
percentages ranged from less than 1% to a high of 7.6%. There is strong evidence
that many homeless students are having great difficulty coping with their temporary
living conditions. Schools need a lot more resources for these very vulnerable
students.

e The D.O.E. has issued guidelines to principals should non-law enforcement agents
attempt to enter their school and/or speak with students. These agents can only do
so with a court issued warrant. NYPD officers are allowed to enter schools if the
situation demands police intervention but they will not be allowed to share information
about students and their families with non-local law enforcement officers unless they
are required to do so by law.
