CERTIFICATE OP OCCUPANCY 

In a Cooperation Agreement between the New York City 
Housing Authority and the City o! New York, dated Dec. 27, 
1965, the Qity is obligated to do all street grading, pavlng 
and curbs in connection wtth Authority projects. The 
Authority l3 obligated to install sidewalks abuttine their 
pro3ecta. 

For thlt purpoeea of the tiling of an application and 
the obtaining o! a Certificate· o! Occupancy !or a new buildi11g, 

. the Department o! ~ghwaya certification ehall not be required 
when the New York City Housing Authority, as a duly authorized 
agent tor the J>epart•nt ot Hlpwaya, submits certif~o•tion 
that: 

1. The sidewalks abuttinB the abov~ structure at said 
loeation have been suitably improved in accordance with the 
requirements ot Section 230 of the Hew York City Charter and 
Section ,6 o~ the General City I&w; 

2. The street or highway above noted, giving aeceas to 
the subject structure, is shown on the City map and has been 
or will be suitably improved. In the event that the street 
or hlghwaya above noted has not been improved, t~e Authority 
alternately should certify that in its opinion such street 
or highway 1a adequate and sate !or the pu~pose required.
