Vision Zero

Å Project limits located within Vision Zero Priority Area

Å Jackson Ave intersects with three Vision Zero Priority Corridors (Westchester 

Ave, E 149 St, E 138 St) and is adjacent to a Vision Zero Priority Intersection 

(Bruckner Blvd & E 138)

Green Wave: A Plan for Cycling in NYC

Å Citywide protected bike lane network: Build 30 miles of protected bicycle 

lanes annually

Å Integrate and install new street design treatments, including bike boulevards

to prioritize cyclists and limit vehicles

Bike Share Expansion

Å Citi Bike Phase 3 Expansion plan included Community District 1 (2020)

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Jackson Ave Background

Å Open Streets program begins operating in 2020 and is made permanent in 2021.

Å Mayor announced an Open Street in each borough selected to be a Bike Boulevard (2021)

ÅReduce vehicles speeds with traffic calming 

elements

ÅReduce vehicle volume and through-traffic 

with regulatory changes (e.g. one-way 

conversions, forced vehicular turns)

ÅImprove wayfinding with signage and 

roadway markings

ÅSpecial attention to major intersections
